Criteria:  

• Integrity of:  
o Location 
o Design 
o Setting 
o Materials 
o Workmanship 
o Feeling 
o Association 

• Association with: 
o Events that have made a significant contribution to the broad patterns of the 

Town’s history 
o Lives of significant persons 

• Embodiment of: 
o Distinctive characteristics of type, period, and method of construction 
o Representative of the work of a master designer, architect, and or builder 
o Possession of high artistic values 
o Representation of a significant and distinguishable entity whose components 

may lack individual distinction 
o Information important to prehistory or history of the area 

• Other Criteria 
o Architectural merit as a group 
o Building types connected with Washington’s history and patterns of 

development 
o Representative of architectural styles that illustrate methods of design and/or 

construction 
o Significance due to the people who were associated with them 
o Having an important role in Washington’s history 
o Landscapes and/or streetscape integrity 

 
Note: Alterations 

• A significant part of building’s history with value 
• Retention of structural and architectural integrity  
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
