Sustainability:

C. Matteo briefly updated commission on topics mentioned at the last SC meeting which were Earth Day
plans, Budget (requesting $10,000 in 2024 budget), Ambulance Building (adherence to net zero}, High
School Ag Science (desire to hire student to help with invasive species) and salt on roadways and in wells
(discounted well testing for property owners). M. Gorra added that the results from the water testing
from the Shepaug tributaries will be entered into a state-wide data base but the committee is looking
into the possibility of setting up a way for people to also share the results of their well test for further
tracking.
